The purpose of the convention is to acquaint teachers with products and
programs available for the classroom to better educate academically and
spiritually. Attendance has ranged from 9,000 to 13,000 in recent years.

Last year, Dr. Jerry Haddock, Regional Director of ACSI, approached
Wonders of Science and requested a special series of three seminars
that would help teachers integrate spiritual truths into the classroom.
